1. New Committee Member

2. Minutes of the meeting of 27th May 2009

Proposed SF, seconded MB that we accept these as a true and proper record. All agreed.

3. Matters Arising from the minutes

RH - the Parish Council have erected a temporary fence on the village green. SF – this was welcomed by the people who live below.

4. Correspondence

5. Treasurers Report

Income for May was £2136.80 and expenditure £2465.00 so a loss of £328.20. Excluding repairs and renewals this was a profit of £630.61. YTD a loss of £8402.35. Bank balance £6110.63.  Insurance is £1089.12, an increase of £79.  Money has come in from the election, £100. Proposed JB, sec SF that we pay RH £50 for caretaking duties. All agreed.

6. Refurbishment

JB asked if we were intending to replace the photographs. RH siad they needed re-framing, but this was intended. SF proposed that we look at the photo collection at the next meeting.

RH – fire alarms were checked. The fire extinguishers need to be re-attached to the wall.

Kitchen - A fridge has been obtained. Kitchen users have completed the log book. Steve Peacock has found his Hygiene certificate and it is on display. The freezer has been re-located to the band room.

MB said the freezer could go in the cellar.
